Rationale for Amendment: Current wording may not allow for special rules of order and may include conventions as
RONR p. 618, II. 6 - 10 states: “These rules must in no way conflict with the bylaws of the society, but (in contrast to
ordinary standing rules in a local society) they can involve modifications of rules contained in the parliamentary
authority prescribed by the bylaws.” (Bold for emphasis). Insert “, any special rules of order OSAP may adopt,” clears
up any ambiguities that could arise and closely follows the recommended wording in RONR.
